Please ensure that all toys and lunch boxes are named, with the popularity of superheroes and certain Disney films we can be overrun with duplicate items. We understand that some children do need to bring a comfort item into pre-school with them, however with the amount children we currently have with us we are starting to run out of room in our treasure box. Please could you ensure that if your child brings a toy with them into pre-school that it is no bigger than 20cm and no smaller than the palm of their hand as smaller items can easily get lost. Also for this reason we advise you not to send them in with their favourite bed time toy, just in case!
